Dear Adobe,

I recently learned of your policy and pricing change to the Adobe product line and must voice my concern over this change.  I fear I will not be able to maintain the Adobe product line in my own work flow, because the long term impact on my own budget will be severely impacted.  GIMP and alternative work flows are much more viable to me, and upgrading at all less likely.  In the end, Adobe will see less revenue, not more.

If you must implement change, a more incremental approach would have been appreciated.  You in essence give us two months to get current (and right before the holidays) before we are ineligible to upgrade.

The perpetual licensing is really the preferred method of software purchasing for most enthusiast and hobbyists.  With the onset of your subscription pricing model, it also likely will follow that many companies will not buy in to that program and instead reduce the total number of perpetual licenses in their organization.

Please re-consider your policy change.
